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The four reports are fueled by filters of your choice. You can filter in a variety of ways. 
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Competency Results and Attempts

This report shows the percentage of students that have demonstrated competency on
each standard, and how many attempts students who have not yet demonstrated
competency have had.
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EXPLANATION for Standard 4.NBT.5 on the Competency Attempt Level Report

36% of students have demonstrated competency 
5% of students have attempted the Competency Check one time and have not demonstrated competency
2% of students have attempted the Competency Check two times and have not demonstrated competency
1% of students have attempted the Competency Check three times and have not demonstrated competency
56% of students have not yet taken the Competency Check

Student Competency Results

This report shows the percentage of students who have demonstrated competency on a
standard (regardless of the attempt number) in relation to the percentage of students who
have not yet demonstrated competency on the standard.
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EXPLANATION for Standard 3.OA.2 on the Competency vs. Non-Competency Attempt Report

64% of students have demonstrated competency on standard 3.OA.2 
20% of students have not yet demonstrated competency on the standard 
14% of student have not attempted the Competency Check for this standard

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Competentcy and Non-Competency Results by Attempt

This report shows the percentage of students who have demonstrated competency and who
have not yet demonstrated competency on a standard. Within those two classifications
(competent, non-competent) the attempt number is indicated.

EXPLANATION for Standard 3.OA.2 on the Competency by Attempt Report

Three Green Sections: 48% of students demonstrated competency on their first attempt, 16% demonstrated
competency on their second attempt, and 1% demonstrated competency on their third attempt
Blue: 15% of students have taken the Competency Check one time and have not yet demonstrated competency
Yellow: 5% of students have taken the Competency Check two times and have not yet demonstrated competency
Gray: 15% of students have not taken a Competency Check on this standard
